item should always be set to “05,” but generally it should never be entered into.  This Helpful Hint

describes the correct procedure for setting “Shelf” to “05” in the event this submenu item is ever

entered into and changed.

INSTRUCTIONS:

1. Enter the Service Menu and scroll to Test Modes.  Press <enter>.

2. Scroll to Calibrate.  Press <enter>.  The display will show Password.

3. Enter the correct password.  Press <enter>.  The display will show Shelf.

4. Press <enter>.  The display will now show the current shelf quantity setting.  Ensure it is set to 05.  

If the display does not show 05, use <up> or <down> to change the quantity to 05.  Press <enter>, 

then press <exit>.
